AMX/3 15 First AMC to Win It's Class at Pebble Beach

Cracking paint from &5-yearold restoration was all it took for Jurgen Wilms to decide that his newly
acquired AMX/3a car that probably doesndt need any pai
its Giotto Bizzarrini styling could use a little sprucing up, andathks to that reestoration, his miel

engine supercar this past weekend became the most highly decorated AMC at the Pebble Beach Concour
dOEIl egance.

Designated number 4, the AMX/3 now painted bronze is also known as the Monza car for the aerodynamic
testirg that Bizzarrini put it through at the racetrack in 1970, testing that resulted in a top speed of 170
MPH. Bizzarrini had proven both the shape of the car and his chassis design, which he reportedly once
called the ultimate evolution of the P538. The@ptted cost of the car and pending federalization
requirements, however, kept AMC from putting the AMX/3 into production. Ultimately, Bizzarrini built

five prototypes and a business partner of his built one more from leftover parts.

This is an original Z car that came from the factory with a 401 engine and a Borg Warner automatic! It now has a
Borg Warner T 10, four speed transmission, which will soon be replaced by a GM 6 speed. The car was stripped
to bare metal, sealed with a Urethane sealer, then blocked, and repainted with 4 coats of DuPont base coat in the
original Electric Blue. It was topped with 6 coats of Clear, which was teased with blue pearl. | am replacing the
front and rear wiring harnesses, as well as installing LED lights wherever possible.

I am replacing all rubber moldings, as well as the window felts. The inner fender troughs were in great condition,
so | sand blasted, and then coated them with por-15, before replacing the moldings. |am also rebuilding the
front window tracks to keep the windows from rocking back and forth. All stainless moldings have either been
polished or rechromed. The bumpers, wheel opening moldings, rocker trim, and door handles have also been
rechromed.

This car has four wheel disc brakes,
however, the front are factory disc
setup which will be replaced with
Wilwood four piston calipers, and
twelve inch slotted and drilled rotors
attached with QA1 coil over adjustable
shocks. The rear discs are courtesy
of a 1978 Lincoln Versailles Ford nine
inch posi rear end with 4.10 gears,
supported by Caltrac split mono leaf
springs. The front suspension also
has Prothane Urethane Bushings, and
the lower control arms have been
boxed in to strengthen them. | will do
follow up articles on replacing the
brakes, the fuel system, the interior,
and when | build the 401 engine that
powers this car.
